           Your Name: 

A close reading looks intensely at a passage of text, quoting small bits of that text in order to make a non-obvious argument that’s worth defending. It might consider the construction, function, effectiveness, or emotional effect of the chosen passage. A close reading does not summarize the plot; nor does it list your personal reactions to the text, or list interesting facts about the author’s life or the outside world.
